Two were actually realized: one from Claudio Melchiorri on “Mechatronics Approach to Robotics”, and one from Tong Heng Lee and Marcelo H Ang Jr on “Micromanipulation and Precision Engineering”).
b. The plans for the IFAC Symposium on Mechatronic Systems are progressing well.  It will be held in Cambridge, Massachusetts, September 13-15, 2010. It will be held jointly with the 2010 Dynamic Systems and Control Conference (2010 DSCC) organized by ASME.  Registration with either of the two events will allow participants to attend both events.  Further details are under the section on 2010 IFAC Symposium on Mechatronis Systems.

c. Hard disk drive and precision motion control sessions organized by the TC for 2008 Congress in Seoul have resulted in a special issue of the IFAC Journal of Mechatronics. This effort was lead by Takashi Yamaguchi serving as the guest editor of the special issue.  Most of the reviews of the papers for this special issue are completed. 
d. TC members are encouraged to propose and guest edit special issues based on sessions organized at IFAC events.
